Symbol: 

A symbol in a literature piece is anything that represents another thing 






	
Motif: 

A recurring image, symbol, idea or pattern that helps reveal the theme of the text. 








	Foreshadowing
The presentation in a work of literature of hints and clues that tip the reader off as to what is to come later in the work.


	Flashback 
A literary device wherein the writer/ author depicts the occurrence of specific events to which have taken place before the present time the narration is following.
